 The undersigned does hereby request a full membership in the VALHLLA-BIJOU HUNT CLUB and by 
so doing, agrees to abide by the rules of the club, as they are now defined.  The Management reserves the right 
to revoke any membership for violation of the rules. 
 

POLICY AND PROCEDURE INFORMATION 
1.  GUN SAFETY   All firearms will be unloaded within 100 yards of all dwellings.  No guns allowed in club 

house.  Hunter safety rules will apply on VALHALL-BIJOU properties. 
2.  LIABILITY   All members and guests and anyone entering the field will be required to sign a release of 

liability to VALHALLA-BIJOU HUNT CLUB,  INC.- Members releases will need to be updated on a 
yearly basis 

3.  VEHICLES All members vehicles will park in designated areas.  Vehicles are restricted to roads only.  
No driving in the hunting areas. 

4.  ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES   No alcoholic beverages permitted prior to, during a hunt, or sporting clays 
shooting. 

5.  RESERVATIONS   All hunts are on a reservation basis and can be made anytime using the online booking 
system. For safety reasons please limit hunting parties to no more than 4 in the field.  Please call ahead for 
scratch hunting. 

6.  CANCELLATIONS   All cancellations must be made within 24 hours of a scheduled hunt to receive a 
complete refund. Weather related cancellations are 100% refundable. If you would like to transfer a 
scheduled hunt to another member or immediate family, Valhalla must be notified. If you have a scheduled 
hunt, and fail to show or notify Valhalla of your cancellation, you will be charged for the package released.    

7.  GUESTS   Guests, must be in the accompaniment of a regular member.  Immediate family are considered 
members. All guests, however, are subject to the minimum hunt requirement.  There is no limit as to the 
number of quests you may bring or how often.  Guests will receive member pricing 

8.  FIRE AND SMOKING   No fire will be permitted unless authorized by VALHALLA-BIJOU.  Caution on 
smoking is a must, since at times the fire danger could be very high. 

9.  DOGS   No dogs are allowed in the clubhouse, and should be “Aired Out” away from the Clubhouse area. 
10.  HUNTING AREAS   All hunting areas will be marked and identified.  Hunters must remain in their 

assigned area … Shooting birds along roads is unsafe and unsportsmanlike and is not permitted. 
11.  HOURS   The VALHALLA-BIJOU HUNT CLUB will be open 7 days a week 8-5, with the exception of 

Thanksgiving & Christmas.  Hours are subject to change based on seasons and demand. 
12.  GUIDED HUNTS   Guides and dogs are available upon request.  Guide fee is $150 plus gratuities. 
13.   All Valhalla members will also be enrolled in the Rolling Bones Concierge Hunting Service as part of 

their initial membership dues.  Please see attached sheet for membership benefits.

General Club Info 
 

 Please call or book online for fields and training areas during the hunting season 
(October-March).  RESERVATIONS REQUIRED 
Walk-in hunters are not guaranteed a spot 

 During the off season we keep the creek bottom and pond open for all dogs and 
members to use.  No shooting is allowed April-September on the creek.  Upper 
fields and the training yard are designated shooting areas for training purposes.  

 We offer fields for 2 or 4 hour time increments.  Fields booked for 2 hours require 
a minimum training package per shooter. Fields booked for 4 hours require that 
each shooter purchase the minimum hunt package. This policy will be strictly 
enforced during Holiday times and on weekends.  

 Members will always receive priority in booking space over non members 
 Members can take advantage of scratch hunting during weekdays.  Reservations 

and check in still required.  
 The terms of membership are 12 months from date of sign up and will be invoiced 

at time of expiration.  
 The Clubhouse is open for all members to use.  We offer food on weekends and 

always have snacks available.  We charge for all beverages in the coke cooler and 
ask that you abide by the honor system at all times.  If you feel inclined you can 
also put a little extra in the donation jar if you thought the cookies were extra good 
or you had one too many homemade donuts.  

 The bird cleaning room is fully stocked and available at all times 
 We offer a 100 yard rifle range and pistol range.  Please wear proper safety 

equipment at all times and check in at club.  All members and guests must sign 
release prior to shooting.  

 We have a clay thrower available to members.  We do not charge for the use of the 
thrower but members are responsible for bringing their own clays.  

 We encourage or members to bring guests and family members.  The best 
memories are made with friends!  However, as a member you are responsible for 
your guest’s actions while they are hunting/shooting at Valhalla.  

 We ask that all members and guests park in designated areas, drive on designated 
roads, and do not drive in hunting areas.  

 Valhalla has always been blessed with the highest caliber of members.  As a 
member you are obligated to continue the tradition of sportsman’s like behavior 
and good manners while hunting/shooting at Valhalla.  

 Please ask before bringing a dog into the club.  If it’s appropriate we don’t have a 
problem with them hanging out but it’s not always in the best interest of all of the 
guests.
